• To dim, repeatedly press the      fan speed button until the LED lights 
are dimmed to the desired level.

V. TR ANSPORTING YOUR UNIT

We recommend using tie-downs when transporting your Power Breezer 
to limit movement and prevent damage.

For long term storage, make sure that the tank is fully dry. If it is not dry, 
you may use the fan to dry the tank.

• With the fan head in the tank, reattach the power connector and turn
on the fan on a medium speed. The tank will dry in about 10 minutes.

Secure the unit by wrapping a band around it, following the grooves on 
the tank with the strap.

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VI. MAINTAINING YOUR UNIT

For the best performance and longest life of your Power Breezer, we 
recommend the following maintenance on your unit every 30 days and 
prior to storing for extended periods of time.

1. Cleaning the water pump:

It is important to clean the water pump. Dirty pumps will continue to run dry 
if they are not serviced even though they are equipped with auto shut off.

1a. 	 Remove the rear cover by 
pulling the cover off.

1b. 	 Clean sensors with a brush 
and water, use a mild soap if 
necessary.  Do this weekly.

For optimal performance of the water system, we recommend the following 
maintenance be performed monthly.

WARNING: Once the cleaning process is started, it must be run through all 
steps including rinse to avoid atomizing the cleaning solution and blowing it 
out of the unit.

1. Following de calcification product manufacturer’s safety guidelines, fill a
bucket with a calcium and lime remover diluted with water following the
de calcification product manufacturer’s recommendation.  Fill the bucket
deeply enough to completely submerge the water pump.

2. Place the bucket in the tank, and place the water pump into the bucket/
mixture.  Position the drain tube so that it drains into the bucket as well.

3. Ensure the atomizer water valve is fully open, in line with the tubing.

4. Power on      the unit.

5. Press the atomizer and oscillation buttons                   at the same time and
hold them for 5 seconds. This will immediately enter the cleaning mode
and water should start circulating but the fan, atomizer and oscillation
will remain OFF. The LED lights for the atomizer and oscillation will be ON,
indicating cleaning mode.

6. Allow the cleaning mode to run for about 15 minutes.

2. Cleaning the water system:
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• The Power Breezer unit was
designed with easy cleaning
in mind.

• Once a week drain the tank and
allow for the tank to dry out
overnight.

• If the inside of the tank becomes
slippery/slimy to the touch,
drain the unit. You can also clean
the tank by putting a few drops of
liquid soap in water and brushing
the inside of the tank with it.
Rinse the tank with a hose, then
open the drain at the bottom and
leave the lid off to allow to air dry.

• If mildew develops, you can flush the system out with a little bleach
(run the Power Breezer). Following the bleach treatment, flush the tank out
with clean water and let air dry.

8. Dispose of the diluted calcium and lime remover solution following de
calcification product manufacturer’s recommendation.  Replace the
cleaning mixture with clean water and repeat steps 2 through 6 above to
flush the system with clean water.

WARNING: Failure to flush the system with clean water will result in some 
cleaning solution being atomized and blown out of the unit while in use.

9. IMPORTANT: After completing the rinse and powering off the unit,
UNPLUG the unit and wait 10 seconds.  This is the ONLY way to exit the
cleaning mode.

WARNING:  If you encounter a unit in cleaning mode, flush with clean water 
(return to step 7) prior using the system.
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If you see a collection of dust or 
debris in the head of the unit,  
clean the unit with a hose. 
Spray from the front of the fan 
head. Use a clean cloth to wipe  
it down.
Avoid spraying water directly into 
the vent.

3. Maintaining the fan head and motor:

Remember, while your Power Breezer is robust and durable, it must still be 
handled with a certain level of care. Misuse or failure to properly care of the 
unit will void the warranty.
• When transporting your unit, make sure that the unit is kept upright and

tied down properly – remember it’s on wheels!

• When transporting over long distances, disassemble the Power Breezer and
store the head in the tank to prevent damage.

• NEVER move your Power Breezer by the fan head. Doing so will not only
damage your unit, but it is also much more difficult to move your Power
Breezer by the head than by the body.

• NEVER manually rotate the head, doing so will damage the rotational
assembly. Always use the controls to rotate the head.

• To properly power off your Power Breezer while it is rotating, first stop the
oscillation, and then power off your unit.

• Always drain the tank after each use.

First ensure all set up steps have been followed. (See Page 6)

Atomizer not draining properly:
• Adjust drain hose to ensure curve of hose is sloping downward into the tank.

Drain hose should not be angled too sharply and it should not be drooping
too much as this could cause backage in the hose. Also, ensure the drain hose
is not submerged below the water line in the tank.

Atomizing disk is spinning, but there is no water:
• First, verify that the water pump is clean and running. (See Page 20)
• If water is not running, check the connection by removing the water inlet 

hose from the bulkhead fitting in the fan head. Ensure that water is flowing 
at this end, if it is not flowing at this end then check for blockages within the 
tubing. (See Page 16, Image 3)

• If water is running, but there is no water pumping, the problem is mechanical. 
Check for the following:

• Check that the water valve is open. (See Page 11, Image 2)
• Check that the tubing is connected to the pump.
• Verify that the pump is clean and running. (See Page 20)
• If the above steps fail, the pump must be replaced – contact us.
